Secretary.

These Notices will be issued by the Registry without
process fee and all the Senior Officers of the Noticees shall
be present before the Tribunal on Wednesday i.e. on 22nd
February, 2017.

These Authorities would also show cause as to why
appropriate directions to protect the environment and
other related matters, be not issued by the Tribunal
forthwith.
