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Mr. Kashinath Jairam Shetye is the Appellant. His Appeal has 

gained access to this Tribunal under Section 18(1) read with Section 

16 of the National Green Tribunal Act, 2010 wherein he has sought 

direction to set aside the Order dated 15th December, 2015 passed by 

GCZMA and to direct demolition of Hotel Shaurya of Respondent No.1 

which is alleged to be in NDZ area. Several other incidental reliefs are 

sought in the Petition. 

On Notice by this Tribunal to Respondents, learned Advocate 

General Mr. A.N.S. Nadkarni appears for State of Goa which includes 

Respondent Nos.2 to 7. Learned Counsel Mr. Jitendra P. Supekar 

appears for Respondent No.1. It is submitted by learned Advocate 

General that the grievance of the Appellant is that he was not heard on 

the complaint filed by him by the Goa Coastal Zone Management 

Authority (GCZMA). He would fairly submit that the GCZMA will give 

him full opportunity to be heard and to support his stand. GCZMA will 

give him full opportunity and pass appropriate order.  

In view of the submissions of learned Advocate General, we are 

satisfied that this Appeal can be disposed of with following order: 

(1)  In the circumstances, Appeal No.7/2016 is allowed. 

(2) Order passed by GCZMA dated 15th December, 2015 is 

quashed and set aside. The case stands remanded back to GCZMA to 

be heard de novo after giving full opportunity to the Appellant and the 

Respondents. 

 (3)   All the contentions of the parties are kept open to be 

urged. 

(4) GCZMA is directed to consider the compliant of the 
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Appellant on merits and to dispose of it as expeditiously as possible 

within outer limits of four (04) months from the date of this Order. 

 
Appeal No.7/2016 stands disposed with no order as to
