We are surprised that the State 

Government can be so ineffective firstly in controlling the 

illegal mining and secondly in imposition of penalty and 

environmental damage compensation.   Be that as it may.  

We direct the Secretary, Mining to file a personal Affidavit 

with reference to this report and give complete details.  It 

shall be stated in the report as to what is the cost of the 

mineral and on what basis and how the penalty is 

imposed with such variation.  We also direct the State 

Government to issue Notice to all the 34 illegal minors to 

be present before the Tribunal and to show cause why 

they be not required to pay environmental compensation 

for causing degradation to the environment and ecology  

and also why other action in accordance with law 

including Notice under the Environment (Protection) Act, 

1986 be not issued against them.    The State will be 

responsible for serving all these 34 persons, as and when 

they are served a separate file shall be maintained by the 

Registry in that behalf and the copy of the Affidavit shall 

be placed in each of the files of these 34 Noticee.   The 

Secretary shall also place before us on record the 

compounding.  

 Accordingly, Original Application  No.  361 of 2016 

stands disposed of without any order as to costs.

In the event of 

default, the State will be entitled to recover the said 

amount as land revenue, through the Deputy 

Commissioner of the District. 

 Accordingly, Original Application No.  365 of 2015 

stands disposed of without any order as to costs.   

Original Application No. 372/2015 

 We have noticed that in the cause title the Noticee 

Vijender has been wrongly described as Md. Kalim 

 Nobody is present on behalf of the Noticee – 

Vijender. 

 Reply on behalf of the Noticee has been filed.  The 

only stand taken in the Reply is that he has been falsely 
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implicated though he was caught red handed carrying 

sand mining.  The stand taken by the Noticee is not 

believable. In the Application it is stated that he is a driver 

of the Truck Number UP -16-N-2376.  In these 

circumstances, we direct the said Noticee to pay 

Environmental compensation of Rs. 50,000/-, within three 

weeks from today, to the State Pollution Control Board. In 

the event of default, the State will be entitled to recover 

the said amount as land revenue through the Deputy 

Commissioner of the District. 

 Accordingly, Original Application No.  372 of 2015 

stands disposed of without any order as to costs.
