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respondents’ state that they would ensure that no
disinfectant/insecticide fumigation is carried out in the
aircraft of any airline, while lending and taking off in any
part of the country, if any person or passenger is in the
aircraft without safety measures. They further submit
that such activity of spraying disinfectant would be carried
out only when the aircraft is empty at the appropriate
time.

In view of the statement made on behalf of the
respondents, nothing survives in this application and the
same is disposed of accordingly.

Therefore, we dispose of this petition by directing
Director General of Civil Aviation to issue direction in this
regard forthwith to the airlines and these authorities will
comply with the directions.

The Original Application No. 505 of 2015 is disposed
