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  We are sorry to notice that more than one year has 

gone by nothing effective has come out nor anything 

substantial has been placed before the Tribunal.  We have 

heard the Learned counsel appearing for the MoEF, CPCB, 

Ministry of Railways and learned Amicus Curiae.  It 

appears that there is total lack of coordination between 

them as a result of which the object of the directions 

passed by the Tribunal has been lost.  In the 

circumstances, we direct the Joint Secretary, MoEF to 

hold a meeting within two weeks from today and all the 

concerned stake holders would appear and also take into 

consideration the Minutes of the meeting held on 29th 

January, 2016. 

 The MoEF will submit a complete and 

comprehensive report as to whether (1) the study of 30 

locomotive engines is not sufficient to be considered for 

prescription of standard (2) if the study is insufficient 

reasons thereof and what steps are required to be taken 

(3) if the work was already allocated to the RITES why the 

same has not commenced so far and report submitted to 

the Authority concerned by now.  If further time is 



 

 

required to be given to them then to inform the last date 

for that purpose and how much time CPCB and MoEF 

collectively would take to notify the standard thereof. 

 Let the meeting be held within the stipulated time 

and report be submitted to the Tribunal. 

 The learned Amicus Curiae shall be part of the 

meeting. 

 All papers should be provided to the learned Amicus 

Curiae.
